Antarctica has no government and no country owns this continent. It is the only region on
earth which is not ruled by any nation. There are no local people in Antarctica. However,
in the summer season, more than four thousand scientists from different countries come to
study the mysterious region while one thousand stay there in the winter season. The scien-
tific bases are the only ‘settlements’ with residents who stay for several months or a year.

Antarctica is a huge desert, despite the fact that it holds 70 percent of the world's fresh
water. Usually, no more than six centimeters of rain fall per year. Most of this falls in the
eastern part of the continent. These figures are comparable to those of the Sahara desert.
Some parts of Antarcticahave had no rain or snow for the last 2 million years.

You will be surprised to know that Antarctica was found just 200 years ago. The ancient
Greeks did not mark Antarctica on their maps. It was only in 1820, when travellers found
this icy white continent by accident. The captain of the Imperial Russian Navy, Fabian
Gottlieb von Bellingshausen, was the first person who saw Antarctica from his ship. It was
on 27th January 1820.

Antarctica contains about 90 percent of the world's ice. Antarctica has 8 times more ice
than the Arctic. If all of the Antarctic ice melted, the sea level around the world would
rise about 70 meters. But the average temperature in Antarctica is —37°C and the ice is in
no danger of melting so far. In fact, in most parts of the continent it never gets above
freezing.

Since Antarctica is not a country, it has neither a state emblem nor an official flag. How-
ever in 2002, a special flag was approved by the Antarctic Treaty Organization. The design
of the flag was suggested by Graham Bartram who used the flag of the United Nations as
its basic pattern. The white image of Antarctica on the blue background looks simple and
elegant. Nowadays it is used as an informal flag of the continent.

Fifty million years ago Antarctica had a mild climate, evergreen forests and many more
kinds of animals than it has today. Due to continental drift, Antarctica moved from the
equator to the South Pole, where it is today. Nowadays, Antarctica is the coldest continent
on the planet and almost completely covered with a layer of ice. However, its wildlife is
quite diverse: from emperor penguins, southern elephant seals, humpback whales to small
bugs in the coastal areas.

Antarcticais covered with thick snow. Everything around is white, but in
the McMurdo Valley there is ‘a Bloody Waterfall” or ‘Blood Fall’. This waterfall is actu-
ally glacier water which is red-colored like blood. Microbes, which can live there without
light and oxygen, give it the red colour. They just eat the iron and sulfur in the water. When
the water comes out from the surface of the ice, it looks like a small red waterfall.

The Great Fire of London

The Great Fire of London in September 1666 was one of the most famous incidents in the history
of Great Britain. It was the second tragedy to hit London during one year. Just as London was
recovering from the Great Plague, the citizens had to run away again — but now not because of a
new disease, but because of a terrible fire.

The fire started on the night of September 2, 1666, in Pudding Lane, in a baker’s shop. The
shop was owned by Thomas Farriner, the king’s baker. His maid didn’t put out the ovens at the
end of the night. Soon the wooden home of Farriner was on fire. Farriner’s family left the house
in panic and ran away. Thomas Farriner didn’t raise the alarm, though at that time it was possible
to stop the fire.

The maid tried to climb out of the building too but failed. She was one of the few victims of the
fire. Once it started, the fire spread quickly. London was basically made out of wood and after
the hot summer, the city was very dry. Strong winds fanned the flames.

Besides, in the 17" century the city buildings were built close to each other and the fire spread
with terrifying speed. Londoners tried to stop the fire, but their buckets of water could do nothing
against such a terrible disaster. Unfortunately the Lord Mayor did not take any measures to stop
the fire and the fire spread further.

After four days while helpless citizens were watching the destruction of their homes, the wind
died and the fire was stopped. Then the accounting took place. Fully 80% of the city was de-
stroyed including the spiritual centre of the city, Old St Paul's Cathedral. Surprisingly, very few
people were killed.

Well, one person's disaster is another person's opportunity. Within days of the fire's end, an
architect, Christopher Wren, proposed his plan to Charles II: it was a plan for the complete re-
building of the city. Wren suggested making wide streets in the centre of London to open the city
to light and air.

Charles II realized that Wren’s plan was very expensive and it would be difficult to put it
into practice. Instead, Charles Il offered that Wren rebuild the city's churches, including Lon-
don’s main church — St Paul's Cathedral. Christopher Wren was completing this task for the next
fifty years.

Christopher Wren also was responsible for building the London Monument, a memorial com-
memorating the fire. The Monument is a column with a height of 202 feet, which is the exact
distance from the monument to the place where the fire began.

The original plans for the Monument provided a statue of Charles 11 on top, but Charles ob-
jected to the honour. He was afraid that the people of London would then associate him with the
disaster. Wren replaced the statue with a simple bowl with flames. Nowadays the Monument is
open for visitors all year round. Anyone can climb the 311 steps to the top of the Monument and
enjoy a wonderful view of the city.

Land of nature wonders

A. The mountains of Scotland (we call them the Highlands) are a wild and beautiful part
of Europe. A golden eagle flies over the mountains. A deer walks through the silence of
the forest. Salmon and trout swim in the clean, pure water of the rivers. Some say that not
only fish swim in the deep water of Loch Ness.

Charles Darwin’s five-year voyage on H.M.S. Beagle has become legendary and greatly
influenced his masterwork, the book, On the Origin of Species. Darwin didn’t actually for-
mulate his theory of evolution while sailing around the world aboard the Royal Navy ship.
But the exotic plants and animals he encountered challenged his thinking and led him to
consider scientific evidence in new ways.

The 19th century was a remarkable time for exploration. Vast portions of the globe, such
as the interior of Africa, were mapped by explorers and adventurers. It was the time when
David Livingstone became convinced of his mission to reach new peoples in Africa and
introduce them to Christianity, as well as free them from slavery.

Louis Pasteur's various investigations convinced him of the rightness of his germ theory
of disease, which holds that germs attack the body from outside. Many felt that such tiny
organisms as germs could not possibly kill larger ones such as humans. But Pasteur ex-
tended this theory to explain the causes of many diseases — including cholera, TB and
smallpox — and their prevention by vaccination.

Frederick Law Olmsted, the architect who designed New York City’s Central Park, called
the Yosemite Valley “the greatest glory of nature.” Californians convinced one of their
representatives, Senator John Conness, to do something about its protection. In May 1864,
Conness introduced legislation to bring the Yosemite Valley under the control of the state
of California. President Abraham Lincoln signed the bill into law.

The Maya thrived for nearly 2,000 years. Without the use of the cartwheel or metal tools,
they built massive stone structures. They were accomplished scientists. They tracked a
solar year of 365 days and one of the few surviving ancient Maya books contains tables of
eclipses. From observatories, like the one at Chichen Itza, they tracked the progress of the
war star, Mars.

Bali has been a surfing hotspot since the early 20th century, and continues to attract surfers
from all over the world.

How a Paris abbey became a science museum

A trip to Europe without visiting museums would be like a trip to Fiji without visiting a
beach. It just seems wrong to ignore such an embarrassment of riches. So when | was
in France last year, | dutifully walked through museums, but I soon noticed a strange phenome-
non. Every time | think about going to a museum, it seems like a fascinating way to spend an
afternoon, but once | get there, | almost always find myself getting very sleepy by the time | get
to the second gallery. I try to be enthusiastic ... but usually I’'m no match for the long halls of
display cases.

There is an exception to this rule, though: science museums. I love inventions and gadgets, getting
to know how things work and how people went about solving very difficult problems. I can stay
awake in a good science museum indefinitely. So while in Paris, | visited the Conservatory of
Arts and Trades. Part of this centuries-old institution is a museum that’s open to the public, and
it contains a fascinating variety of objects and exhibits including the original Foucault’s Pendu-
lum.

The Conservatory is off the beaten path; most English guidebooks don’t even mention it. It does,



however, attract a certain number of pilgrims who were fascinated by Umberto Eco’s novel Fou-
cault’s Pendulum, part of which takes place there. In the novel, a secret passage under the floor
of the nave connects with the Paris sewers. That isn’t the case in reality, but truth is perhaps more
interesting than fiction. There is something under the floor of the nave, a curious part of the build-
ing’s long and strange history.

The foundation for the abbey church of St. Martin of the Fields was laid around 1059, about the
time of the Norman conquest. Over the next centuries, numerous additions and renovations were
undertaken. All that changed in the French Revolution when under the name of Conservatory of
Arts and Trades, it became a depository for machines, models, tools, drawings, descriptions and
books in all the areas of the arts and trades. It officially opened in 1802.

The museum closed for a renovation in 1993, and as part of the process, archaeological excava-
tions were undertaken beneath the floor of the nave. For the entire history of the church, there had
been stories that the site on which it stood was once a Merovingian funerary basilica, but this had
never been proven. What archaeologists discovered was a large necropolis dating from the 6th or
7th century with about 100 plaster coffins inside. The tales were indeed true.

When the museum reopened a few years later, it was a typical shiny and up-to-date science
museum. But it was decided that their thousands of additional articles should be made available
to scholars even when they’re not on exhibit. So they opened a satellite facility in the nearby
town of Saint-Denis, where by appointment only qualified researchers can go to examine the rest
of the museum’s collection.

I’ve been to the Conservatory in 2000 and in 2003. As a science museum I found it a sheer delight.
The former abbey is only a portion of the museum, and the museum is only a portion of the
Conservatory. But all the history of the building and the institution seems to be concentrated in
the large nave with its bones beneath and gadgets above. The odd contrast of centuries of monastic
simplicity with centuries of technological progress tickles me in a way I can’t easily describe.
Perhaps the Pendulum says it best: as a scientific wonder that’s also meditatively simple, it sym-
bolically bridges the illusory divide between technology and spirituality.
