The Discovery of the Quedagh Merchant

In the tropical waters off the coast of the Dominican Republic lie the remains of an abandoned ship
which was lost in the 17th century. The ship involved in this recent discovery is no ordinary one, This
is the Quedagh Merchant, a ship once filled with treasure held by the legendary pirate Captain Kidd.
“When | first looked down and saw it, | couldn’t believe everybody missed it for 300 years!” exclaimed
underwater archaeologist Charles Beeker, whose team discovered the wreck. What makes the find
even more incredible is that nobody had taken anything from it at any point.
The discovery of the ship helps to complete the story of the infamous pirate William Kidd, who
captured it in 1698. Kidd hadn't always been a pirate. In fact, the talented sailor made a name for
himself as a pirate hunter working for the British government. During an expedition funded by the
British, Kidd switched sides, attacking a merchant ship captained by an Englishman. That ship was the
Quedagh Merchant.
After defeating the captain, Kidd took command of the ship and seized its cargo. The treasure that
Kidd captured was worth £15,000 ~ equivalent to millions today! However, after sailing to the
Caribbean, he realised that he would never get away with betraying the British authorities. Hoping to
distance himself from his actions, he abandoned the ship and its cargo before sailing to his home in
New York. However, upon his arrival, Kidd was arrested and sent back to London. There, he was put
on trial and found guilty of piracy. He was executed on the banks of the River Thames.

A. As in many other European countries, Britain’s main newspapers are losing their readers.
Fewer and fewer people are buying broadsheets and tabloids at the newsagent’s. In the last quar-
ter of the twentieth century people became richer and now they can choose other forms of leisure
activity. Also, there is the Internet which is a convenient and inexpensive alternative source of
news.

B. The ‘Sunday papers’ are so called because that is the only day on which they are published.
Sunday papers are usually thicker than the dailies and many of them have six or more sections.
Some of them are ‘sisters’ of the daily newspapers. It means they are published by the same
company but not on week days.

C. Another proof of the importance of ‘the papers’ is the morning ‘paper round’. Most newsa-
gents organise these. It has become common that more than half of the country’s readers get their
morning paper brought to their door by a teenager. The boy or girl usually gets up at around 5:30
a.m. every day including Sunday to earn a bit of pocket money.

D. The quality papers or broadsheets are for the better educated readers. They devote much
space to politics and other ‘serious’ news. The popular papers, or tabloids, sell to a much larger
readership. They contain less text and a lot more pictures. They use bigger headlines and write in
a simpler style of English. They concentrate on ‘human interest stories’ which often means scan-
dal.

E. Not so long ago in Britain if you saw someone reading a newspaper you could tell what kind
it was without even checking the name. It was because the quality papers were printed on very
large pages called ‘broadsheet’. You had to have expert turning skills to be able to read more
than one page. The tabloids were printed on much smaller pages which were much easier to turn.



F. The desire to attract more readers has meant that in the twentieth century sometimes even the
broadsheets in Britain look rather ‘popular’. They give a lot of coverage to scandal and details of
people’s private lives. The reason is simple. What matters most for all newspaper publishers is
making a profit. They would do anything to sell more copies.

G. If you go into any newsagent’s shop in Britain you will not find only newspapers. You will
also see rows and rows of magazines for almost every imaginable taste. There are specialist
magazines for many popular pastimes. There are around 3,000 of them published in the country
and they are widely read, especially by women. Magazines usually list all the TV and radio pro-
grammes for the coming week and many British readers prefer them to newspapers.

Joseph Rudyard Kipling

Joseph Rudyard Kipling is considered to be one of the greatest English writers. He was
born in 1865, in Bombay, India. At the time of his birth, his parents were recent arrivals in India.
They had come to India with plans to start a new life. The family lived quite well. His father, an
artist, was the head of the Department of Architectural Sculpture at the School of Art. For young
Kipling, India was a wonderful and happy place.

However, at the age of 6, Kipling's life changed greatly. He was sent to England to receive
a formal British education. These were hard years for Kipling. The boy suffered from strict
school discipline, his classmates’ insults and bullying. His only comfort was books: he enjoyed
reading. By the age of 11, Kipling was on the verge of a nervous breakdown. Fortunately, Kip-
ling’s mother placed him in a new school. There, Kipling found friends and discovered his talent
for writing, eventually becoming the editor of the school newspaper.

In 1882, Kipling was told by his parents that they didn't have enough money to send him to
college, and he returned to India. It was a powerful moment in the young writer's life. He found a
job with a local newspaper. Kipling's experience as a reporter formed the backbone for lots of his
stories. Later, his collection of 40 short stories called Plain Tales from the Hills gained wide
popularity in England.

Seven years later, Kipling returned to England in the hope of becoming a famous writer. In
London, he met Wolcott Balestier, an American publisher who became one of Kipling's great
friends and supporters. Later, Kipling happily married Wolcott’s sister, Carrie.

As a writer, Kipling flourished. His portfolio contained gems like The Jungle Book, The
Naulahka: A Story of the West and East and The Second Jungle Book. Kipling loved children and
understood them very well. His tales fascinated boys and girls all over the world.

Kipling travelled a lot, but in 1902 he returned to Great Britain with his wife and children.

New Zealand is made up of three main islands as well as many other smaller islands. The
main islands of New Zealand are, as their names suggest, the North and South Islands.
Stewart Island is the third, much smaller island, located at the far bottom of the South Is-
land. The South Island is larger than the North, however it is less densely populated. Here
you will find vast alpine ranges, wide flat plains and cascading glaciers. Christchurch is
the largest city in the South Island.

The islands of New Zealand lie between 37 and 47 degrees south of the Tropic of Capri-
corn, in the Southern Hemisphere of the world. New Zealand enjoys a moderate, maritime
weather and temperatures. The North Island is warmer than the South Island, with sub-
tropical weather in the far north of the North Island. The warmest months in New Zealand
are December, January and February (summer), and the coldest are June, July and August
(winter).

New Zealand has an unlimited range of tourist attractions and activities, located through-
out the country. Whether you are looking for adrenaline-pumping adventure, or a relaxing
game of golf, there is an activity or attraction to suit everyone’s tastes, age, culture and
budget.

The truth about bananas

When | was in college, | had a professor who had some strange habits. Every now and then,
this professor came to class with the sticker from a banana on his shirt. One day a student asked
him what was with the stickers. He replied, solemnly, “Oh. Yeah. Well, whenever I have a ba-
nana for breakfast that has a sticker on it, | put the sticker on my shirt to remind me of the suf-
fering of the banana pickers in Latin America, who sometimes earn just 50c for a 12-hour day
of work in grueling conditions. | wear it to show my solidarity with them, as a silent protest for
better treatment.” From that day on, we saw the professor in a completely new light and we
started thinking about bananas differently too. As | was later to discover, almost nothing about
bananas is as it seems.

On a trip to Costa Rica, the major exporters of bananas, | saw endless banana plantations and
visited a botanical garden where a botanist shared some fascinating details about banana trees.
He said there are about 300 varieties of banana, but only a small fraction is cultivated commer-
cially. The edible type of banana grown in Costa Rica is a hybrid that is larger and sweeter than
its naturally occurring ancestors.




Among the other interesting tidbits we learned was that banana “trees” are not even trees —
they’re the world’s largest perennial herbs. The distinction is not merely academic; the stems,
which may appear to be solid trunks, are simply multiple layers of very large leaves that could
be cut through with a regular knife. In fact, the stems often break under the weight of the bana-
nas and need to be supported with poles.

Bananas also have an unusual life cycle. Normally, the primary reason for a plant to bear any
sort of fruit in the first place is to propagate itself, since the fruit contains the seed. Modern,
commercial strains of banana don’t have seeds. Seedless fruit-bearing plants normally propa-
gate only with human help, because the plant has no natural way to regenerate when it dies.
Each banana plant produces just one bunch of fruit over its lifetime of about a year and then
dies or at least appears to. But the stem above ground is just a portion of the plant, the so-called
pseudostem. There is also an underground stem, called a rhizome, which produces new shoots
at the base of the visible stem. These begin growing into new, flowering stems just as the old
one is dying. The new plant, then, really isn’t new at all, and is genetically identical to its pre-
decessor.

These peculiarities aside, bananas are simply tasty. They are also an excellent source of potas-
sium and are extremely good for keeping scoops of ice cream aligned in a dish. Bananas have
been referred to as “the world’s most popular fruit,” “the world’s most popular tropical fruit,”
“America’s most popular fruit,” and a variety of other designations in the upper strata of fruit
stardom, based on different metrics for assessing popularity. In any case, Americans, and much
of the rest of the world, certainly consume immense quantities of bananas.

But what about banana pickers? I’m sorry to say it’s true. The life of the average banana picker
is still rather bleak. But if the producers paid their workers a living wage, bananas would be-
come so expensive that few people would buy them, thus reducing demand, and so on. For my
part, | wear banana stickers just as my professor did, not because I think it will have any tangi-
ble impact, but to remind myself of the real price of bananas.

/ The Wonder of Bollywood

‘Hollywood’ is a household name. This small district of Los Angeles, California is the centre of the
American film industry and the reason for the sale of over 2.6 billion cinema ticket every year. Most of the
films we watch, whether they are blockbuster action films or low-budget dramas, come straight out of
Hollywood. But have you ever heard of ‘Bollywood’? ‘Bollywood’ is the name given to the Hindi language
film industry based in Mumbai, India. Contrary to popular belief, it far outperforms Hollywood. Last year
alone, over 1000 films were produced and 4 billion cinema tickets were sold, showing that Indian cinema
is far more powerful than people think.

Many likely Bollywood fans are often concerned that they will not be able to understand the language
used in the films. But there is no need to worry. Although the scripts have historically been written in
Hindi, more and more films use the English language, showing India’s respect for the languages that
make up its culture. You will also find that most films come with English language subtitles. The ‘lan-
guage barrier’ shouldn’t stop a viewer from enjoying some first-class films.

So what do you get out of a Bollywood film? It is very difficult to define a film as belonging to a certain
category, because there is no such thing as a typical Bollywood film. Indians tend to describe the films by
using the Hindustani word, ‘Masala’ (meaning ‘spice mixture’). The plots sometimes focus on the drama
of a love triangle, but they can also be packed with laugh-out-loud comedy or edge-of-your-seat action.
The only guarantee is that a Bollywood film won’t end without several catchy song and dance routines.

Many Bollywood films are over three hours long. Some people might think that this is too long, but
there is a good explanation. You would be forgiven for thinking it's due to complicated storylines, but the
film companies say it's far simpler than that. They say the aim is not to draw in bigger audiences, but to
give you, the audience, your ‘money’s worth’. If you are going to spend good money on a ticket, the film
should be exciting, funny, scary, dramatic, musical... Anything you want!

As in Hollywood, there is no shortage of aspiring young actors and actresses hoping to get a role in
the next blockbuster. They set off to Mumbai with dreams of becoming stars. Big shot film producers and
casting agents are always looking out for new talent. Of course, the vast majority never ‘make it big’, but
there are a few exceptions. India has its own Brad Pitts and Angelina Jolies — spectacular actors who
make up all-star casts and ensure you have a truly enjoyable viewing experience!

Shilpa Shetty is the perfect example of a Bollywood megastar. A picture of beauty and raw acting tal-
ent, she has achieved success beyond the borders of India, most notably in the UK following her appear-
ance on the ‘Celebrity Big Brother’ TV series. Since then she has turned down roles in several British TV
shows. Instead, she has returned to Mumbai and continues to shoot films in the land that made her a
star.

Bollywood is not just for the Indian audience. Although it took a long time to become popular in other
countries, Bollywood is hugely popular in Russia and Eastern Europe. And although audience numbers in
Western Europe and the Americas are only now growing, it has already taken Africa and Asia by storm.
As world cinema changes, don’t get left behind. Once you get into Bollywood, you’ll never want to stop
